The Richmond Finance Board has set its meeting dates for discussion of the FY2016 Town budget. 

The Board will meet every Monday starting December 29th and concluding on March 9th with few 
exceptions. The Board is hoping to generate more input from residents than in years past. “The process of 
creating the FY2016 budget has officially begun. We would like residents to attend our meetings and give 
feedback. It is important to have all taxpayers contribute to the creation of our budget.” says Board Chair 
Bill Degnan. Town Administrator Rob Rock adds, “While it is extremely important to attend the Financial 
Town Meeting in June to approve the budget, it is just as important to be part of the process of creating it. I 
urge all residents to attend the Board’s meetings and give their input”.
